PLANNED EVENTS: Each year we travel across the great State of New Jersey visiting some
very exciting locations. In the past we have attended the New Jersey State Police Museum in
Trenton, Middletown Pistol Range, Statue of Liberty and Ellis Island and we conduct a ROPES
confidence course at Monmouth Regional High School. In addition, we attend a minor league
baseball game, Great Adventure Day and two days of Water Safety Training. In the past, we
have also given K-9 demonstrations, traffic safety demonstrations and forensics classes. Of
