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According to a study by the Multi-Hazard Mitigation 

Council (part of the National Institute of Building Sciences): 

Every $1 paid toward mitigation saves an average of $4 in 

future disaster-related costs
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Hazard mitigation plans:    

Å Identify the hazards

ÅDescribe the risks

ÅSet forth mitigation strategies to reduce key risks

Å Implementing these mitigation projects will make our 

community more sustainable and disaster-resilient
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Our Multi-Jurisdictional Natural Hazard Mitigation Plan:    

ÅWas a requirement to comply with the Disaster Mitigation 

Act of 2000

ÅMakes jurisdictions and the County eligible to apply for 

FEMA mitigation project grants

ÅWas approved by FEMA and adopted by jurisdictions in 

2009
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Hazard mitigation plans must be:    

Å Implemented on an ongoing basis (projects)

ÅRevise Annually

ÅResubmitted for approval every five years

First plan update process is nearing completion:

ÅDraft Plan Update Released October 22, 2014

ÅComments due by November 18, 2014
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Hazard mitigation plan updates ensure that the plan:

Åcontinues to remain applicable to present-day 

understanding of vulnerabilities based on most recent 

studies, reports, event histories, etc; and

Åcontinues to present the best path forward for reducing 

future damages when hazard events occur.
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Hazard mitigation plan updates:

ÅRevisions to reflect current conditions and the latest 

reports, studies, and technical information

ÅAssessment of current development patterns and 

development pressures

ÅEvaluation and incorporation of new hazard or risk 

information

ÅProgress in local mitigation efforts

ÅAssessment of previous goals and actions

ÅEvaluate progress in implementing actions

ÅAdjust actions to address current trends

ÅMake changes to reflect changes in local priorities
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Hazard mitigation plan updates:

ÅEach jurisdiction in the county has participated in the first 

plan update process, 2012-2014

ÅAttended meetings

ÅConducted outreach

ÅProvided information and feedback

ÅUpdated their municipal mitigation action plan

Å Is reviewing and commenting on the Draft document
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Hazard mitigation plan updates:

ÅUpdated risk assessment 

ÅUpdated hazard and vulnerability data to reflect recent 

events; and new data, studies, reports, etc.

ÅUpdated NFIP data (new flood maps, latest information 

on Repetitive Loss Properties, etc.)

ÅUpdated to reflect changes in development in hazard 

prone areas

ÅQuantification of completed projects

ÅUpdated plan implementation and monitoring strategy 

for the next five year cycle
